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“According to His Purpose” 

Romans 8:28 & 8:37 

 

● “And we know”: ​As Christians we can have absolute comfort and absolute hope that 

God will keep His Word. If God has made a promise He will keep it. I don’t have to lose 

any sleep over whether God will be faithful to His Word (Numbers 23:19; Hebrews 

6:18). 

 

● “For those who love God”: ​What does it mean to love God? First you must be saved. If 

you are not saved you cannot love God.  

○ The unregenerate person (pride and weakness)​ suppresses God’s truth (Romans 

1:18); they do not honor God or give thanks to Him (Romans 1:21 & 25); they do 

not seek for God (Romans 3:11); they do not fear God (Romans 3:18); they are 

enemies of God (Romans 5:10); they are hostile to God, they do not submit to 

God, they do not please God (Romans 8:7-8). 

○ The person who loves God (humility and strength) ​desires to love God with 

everything in them (Mark 12:30); they love and obey God’s Word (John 14:15; 1 

John 5:2-4); they desire to glorify God with their lives (1 Corinthians 10:31-11:1); 

they seek God first (Matthew 6:33); they fear God (Philippians 2:12-13); they are 

children of God (Romans 8:14-15); they joyfully submit to God (James 4:7) and 

live to please God (Colossians 1:10). 

 

● “All things (Romans 8:18; 2 Corinthians 4:17; Romans 8:35; Matthew 5:10-12) work 

together for good”: ​God is good and all He does is good (Psalm 119:67-68) and we are 

invited to come and taste of His goodness and take refuge in Him (Psalm 34:8-9). 

Everything that God is doing in our lives is for our good and His glory (Hebrews 

12:10-11) and that we grow in our sanctification and anticipate our glorification 

(Romans 8:18); this is “our good”. 

 

● “For those who are called according to His purpose”: ​First and foremost we can be 

confident that God will always accomplish His purposes (Isaiah 46:9-11; Ephesians 1:11). 

God’s purpose is that through salvation (John 1:12-13) we will be conformed to the 

image of His Son (Romans 8:29). That we would do good works that glorify His Name for 

all eternity (Ephesians 2:10; Titus 2:7) and someday we will be judged on those works (2 

Corinthians 5:9-10).
