“For the desires of the flesh
are against the Spirit..and the desire of the Spirit against the flesh...these are opposed to each
other" "And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh with its passions and
desires." "Keep watch on yourself, lest you too be tempted.” "“Whatever one sows, that will he

e Comparison: The Spirit verses the Flesh.

o Spirit: 1) Serve one another. 2) Love your neighbor as yourself. 3) Fruit of the Spirit.
4) Restore in a spirit of gentleness. 5) Bear one another's burdens. 6) Test your
own work. 7) Bear your own load. 8) Share all good things with the one who
teaches. 9) Do not grow weary of doing good, do not give up.

o Flesh: 1) Gratify the desires of the flesh. 2) Bite, devour, and consume each other.
3) The works of the flesh. 4) Being conceited, combative, and envying one
another. 5) Thinking you are something when you are not. 6) Mocking God. 7)
Growing weary in doing good and giving up.

e (alatians 6:6-10

o (verse 6). "Let the one who is taught the word (so that they can grow in the fruit of
the Spirit) share all good things (whatever is needed for the Pastor to do his job)
with the one who teaches." (1 Corinthians 9:11; 1 Thessalonians 5:12-13)

o (verse 7) “Do not be deceived: (God deals with sin in His children's lives — Hebrews
12:5-6,10-11) God is not mocked, (turn our nose up at Him or not taken seriously)
for whatever one sows, that will he also reap” (God uses physical truth to teach
spiritual truth).

o (verse 8) “For the one who sows to his own flesh will from the flesh reap
corruption, (to go from better to worse - 2 Timothy 4:10) but the one who sows to
the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life” (it starts now and progressively gets
better - 1 Timothy 6:17-19).

o (verse Q) We can easily grow weary (become exhausted) in doing good because
of how long it takes to see a harvest in spiritual things (1 Corinthians 15:58).
Christians don't give up in hardship, they persevere (1 Peter 4:19; James 5:10-11).

m  ‘Many Christians are like children. They expect to sow and reap on the
same day. It is far from this." (John Brown)

o (verse 10) The Christian life is a continual opportunity. There is never a
circumstance where we don't have the opportunity to do good. There is a special
kind of good to those who are saved. It leads to their sanctification and ours (1
Thessalonians 5:11; Ephesians 2:10).
