o “..just as those who from the beginning were eyewitnesses and ministers of the word have
delivered them to us....”

m The message of the Gospel is meant to be shared. We have been commissioned to
preach and share this Good News! “How then will they call on Him in whom they have
not believed? And how are they to believe in Him of whom they have never heard? And
how are they to hear without someone preaching? And how are they to preach unless
they are sent? As it is written, ‘How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the good
news!”” (Romans 10:14-15; cf. Acts 4:11-12)

o “...that you may have certainty concerning the things you have been taught.”

m  “So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.” (Romans 10:17)
Our hope and faith is in Christ. We have certainty because of what God’s Word has told
us....“But | am not ashamed, for | know whom | have believed, and | am convinced that
He is able to guard until that day what has been entrusted to me. Follow the pattern of
the sound words that you have heard from me, in the faith and love that are in Christ
Jesus.” (2 Timothy 1:12-13)

e Luke 1:5-7 “God Given Righteousness”
o “And they both were righteous before God, walking blamelessly in all the commandments and
statutes of the Lord.”

m  “For our sake He made Him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in Him we might become
the righteousness of God.” (2 Corinthians 5:21; cf. Romans 4:3-5; Romans 3:21-26)
