*LEGACY PRACTICUM: We will begin a new course two weeks from this Monday, on October 30th, from 6-9pm in the
Fellowship Hall: “The Book of Acts” which could also be called “The Acts of the Holy Spirit Through the Apostles.” The
book of Acts records the birth of the Church, consisting of Jews and Gentiles, the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, and the
Holy Spirit is mentioned more than fifty times, and we learn about how the Holy Spirit Regenerates, Baptizes, Fills, and
Sanctifies believers. We see the Gospel going forth from Jerusalem to Judea and Samaria, we read about the conversion
of the Apostle Paul and his calling to the Gentiles, resulting in Paul’s three missionary journeys and then being sent to
Rome for execution. The Book of Acts shows us the principles for Discipling believers, building the Church, and
Evangelizing the World, and fulfilling the Great Commision. If anyone is interested in this course, please let Elder Richard
know so we can print a syllabus for you for the study.
