● What is the “Day of the Lord” Biblically? — Zechariah 14:1
○ In a general sense, it is when God shows that He is sovereign over all things by bringing

judgment on His enemies and thereby accomplishing His purposes.
○ It is also important to realize that many “days of the LORD” biblically, have already taken place

(Jeremiah 46:2,10).
○ The Day of the Lord has a general sense that begins during the Tribulation period and ends

during the Millennial Kingdom and in a specific sense, the Day of the Lord is the 2nd Coming
of Christ.

● The Day of the Lord has a wrath and blessing aspect to it (Zechariah 14:8-9,12-15; cf. Joel 3:9-16,
17-21).

● God’s pattern is to bring Nations against Israel and then use that as a means to bring the Nation of
Israel to repentance.

● On the “Day of the Lord” Jesus will destroy the armies of the Nations of this world (Revelation 19:11-15;
Matthew 24:21-22,29-31; Zechariah 12:8-10; Isaiah 53).

● Revelation 19:11-21
○ He is Faithful and True; He is the righteous Judge; He is called the Word of God; He is the King

of kings and Lord of lords.
○ His eyes are like a flame of fire; On His head are many diadems; He is clothed in a robe dipped

in blood; From His mouth comes a sharp sword; He will rule them with a rod of iron; He will
tread the winepress of the fury of the wrath of God Almighty.
