●​ Luke 11:14-23: 
○​ “He casts out demons by the power of Beelzebul”: “Go, inquire of Baal-zebub, the god of Ekron, 

whether I shall recover from this sickness.” (2 Kings 1:2) 
○​ “Every kingdom divided against itself is laid waste”: “He has delivered us from the domain of darkness 

and transferred us to the kingdom of His beloved Son.” (Colossians 1:13) 
○​ “By whom do your sons cast them out?”: “Then some of the itinerant Jewish exorcists undertook to 

invoke the name of the Lord Jesus.…” (Acts 19:13) 
○​ “But if it is by the finger of God that I cast out demons”: “Then the magicians said to Pharaoh, ‘This is 

the finger of God’. But Pharaoh’s heart was hardened, and he would not listen to them, as the LORD 
had said.” (Exodus 8:19) 

○​ “But when one stronger than he attacks him and overcomes him”: “Whoever makes a practice of 
sinning is of the devil, for the devil has been sinning from the beginning. The reason the Son of God 
appeared was to destroy the works of the devil.” (1 John 3:8) 

●​ Matthew 12:31-32: 
○​ To blaspheme the Holy Spirit is to reject the testimony/evidence of the Holy Spirit confirming that Jesus 

is the Messiah. It is a determined rejection of Jesus as Messiah despite all the evidence demonstrated 
by the Holy Spirit. It is rejecting the only means of salvation, Jesus Christ. (Hebrews 2:3-4) 

○​ “Whoever blasphemes the name of the Lord shall surely be put to death. All the congregation shall 
stone him. The sojourner as well as the native, when he blasphemes the Name, shall be put to death.” 
(Leviticus 24:16) 

○​ “Though formerly I was a blasphemer, persecutor, and insolent opponent. But I received mercy 
because I had acted ignorantly in unbelief.” (1 Timothy 1:13) 

●​ Luke 11:24-26: 
○​ Religion: ”For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the world through the knowledge of our 

Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled in them and overcome, the last state has 
become worse for them than the first.” (2 Peter 2:20) 

○​ Relief: “One man was there who had been an invalid for thirty-eight years.…Afterward Jesus found him 
in the temple and said to him, ‘See, you are well! Sin no more, that nothing worse may happen to you.” 
(John 5:5,14) 

○​ Experience:  “Many believed in His name when they saw the signs that He was doing. But Jesus on His 
part did not entrust Himself to them, because He knew all people.” (John 2:23b-24)
