●​ Three Foundations: 

○​ The Individual Jew will be brought to life by faith in their Messiah, Jesus Christ  
(Ezekiel 36:24-27). 

○​ The Nation will be brought to life by the return of Jesus Christ (Ezekiel 37:11-14). 
○​ The Priesthood will be brought to life as it is centered on the reality of the person of Jesus 

Christ, not the shadow of Jesus Christ (Ezekiel 44:15-26). 
 

●​ The Prince: The Prince is most likely a governmental representative of the Messiah in earthly affairs 
and a representative of the priests to the people. 

○​ The Prince needs to offer a sin offering for himself (Ezekiel 45:22); he has sons (46:16), he has 
certain responsibilities in the worship of Christ (45:13-26), and he has a special allotment of land 
(45:7). 
 

●​ The Duties of the Zadokian Priesthood (The New Covenant Priesthood): 
○​ (NC) They will minister to Christ and serve in His presence: 

■​ (OC) “For I will appear in the cloud over the mercy seat.” (Leviticus 16:2b) 
○​ (NC) They will have specific garments that will set them apart to serve Christ. Their duty is 

sacred and set apart. 
■​ (OC) Exodus 28:39-43 

○​ (NC) They are not to shave their heads or grow their hair long. 
■​ (OC) Leviticus 21:5-6 

○​ (NC) They cannot have wine when they are on duty. 
■​ (OC) Leviticus 10:9 

○​ (NC) They must keep their bloodline pure and set apart. 
■​ (OC) Leviticus 21:7,14 

○​ (NC) They will teach and practice holiness. 
■​ (OC) Malachi 2:5-9 

○​ (NC) They will not defile themselves by going near a dead body. 
■​ (OC) Leviticus 21:1-4 

○​ (NC) Their inheritance is the Lord. 
■​ (OC) Deuteronomy 18:1-2 

○​ (NC) They are to only eat meat from the sacrifices.
