○​ “How long, O simple ones, will you love being simple? How long will scoffers delight in their 

scoffing and fools hate knowledge?” (Proverbs 1:22; cf. Proverbs 8:5) 
 

●​ The Value of Reality (Proverbs 8:10-12): 
○​ “Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and do not lean on your own understanding. In all your 

ways acknowledge Him, and He will make your paths straight.” (Proverbs 3:5-6) 
 

●​ Walking and Leading in Reality Blesses People (Proverbs 8:13-16): 
○​ “When one rules justly over men, ruling in the fear of God, he dawns on them like the morning 

light, like the sun shining forth on a cloudless morning, like rain that makes grass to sprout from 
the earth.” (2 Samuel 23:3b-4) 
 

●​ Walking and Leading in Reality Produces Fruit (Proverbs 8:17-21): 
○​ “By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit and so prove to be My disciples. As the 

Father has loved Me, so have I loved you. Abide in My love. If you keep My commandments, 
you will abide in My love….” (John 15:8-10) 
 

●​ All Things Were Created by Wisdom (Proverbs 8:22-31): 
○​ “For by Him all things were created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether 

thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities — all things were created through Him and for 
Him.” (Colossians 1:16) 
 

●​ The Consequences of Rejecting Reality (Proverbs 8:32-36): 
○​ “For the simple are killed by their turning away, and the complacency of fools destroys them.”
