e Slander & Gossip:

o The Severity of Gossip and Slander: “They are gossips, slanderers, haters of God.... Though
they know God'’s righteous decree that those who practice such things deserve to die, they not
only do them but give approval to those who practice them.” (Romans 1:29-32)

o The Community Killers: “For | fear that perhaps when | come | may find you not as |
wish....that perhaps there may be quarreling, jealousy, anger, hostility, slander, gossip, conceit,
and disorder.” (2 Corinthians 12:20)

o What is gossip? Gossip is sharing information about someone’s sins and/or failures or
positions to those who have no need to know without the permission of the person that the
information is about.

m ‘“Besides that, they learn to be idlers, going about from house to house, and not only
idlers, but also gossips and busybodies, saying what they should not.” (1 Timothy 5:13)

m  “For lack of wood the fire goes out, and where there is no whisperer, quarreling ceases.”
(Proverbs 26:20)

m  “A dishonest man spreads strife, and a whisperer separates close friends.”
(Proverbs 16:28)

o What is slander? Slander is lying about someone or spreading information that may not be true
about someone, or twisting information about someone, with the intent of making someone look
bad and/or ruining their reputation.

m  “Whoever slanders his neighbor secretly | will destroy.” (Psalm 101:5; cf. Proverbs
10:18)

m  “Whoever goes about slandering reveals secrets; therefore do not associate with a
simple babbler.” (Proverbs 20:19)

m  “(The LORD hates) a false witness who breathes out lies, and one who sows discord
among brothers.” (Proverbs 6:19)
