“What is a Father Biblically?”
Ephesians 6:1-4

“God the Father is more loving than any good father, more powerful than any ruler or authority, more generous
than money can measure, who counsels and exhorts us with all wisdom, listens to our prayers with all
patience, and sacrifices, at infinite cost to Himself, for our good. Understanding the Fatherhood of God begins
with learning to be truly, extravagantly, tenaciously loved — by God.” (Marshall Segal)

1 Thessalonians 2:11-12: “For you know how, like a father with his children....”
“Exhorted each one of you”: This means to walk alongside someone, to cultivate growth in
someone’s life.
o “Encouraged you’: This means to bring comfort and confidence in difficult circumstances or
situations.
o “Charged you”: This is to lead someone, by word and example, towards maturity.

e Colossians 3:19, 21: “Do not provoke your children....”
o Provoke: Do not engage with children in a way that makes it harder to do what is right. Engage
in a way that trains them to do the right things for the right reasons.
Love: Fathers love their wives willingly, intentionally, continuously, and relentlessly.
Harsh: The opposite of harsh is gentle, self-sacrificing, and caring. Husbands are to reject
bitterness and resentfulness toward their wives.

e Ephesians 6:4: “But bring them up....”
o Discipline: We teach, correct, and love according to God’s Word. This is through the whole of
childhood.
o Instruction: This is some information, but mostly an example. It is the reason behind the
reality.

e Psalm 103:13: “As a father shows....”
o Compassion: A father is to be known for his compassion. The character of a father should be
that he is serious about sin, grace, and love.

o Proverbs 23:24: “The father....will greatly rejoice....”
o The epicenter of all fathering is that our children would come to know Christ. We speak, we act,
and we think with that goal in mind.
m  “And how from childhood you have been acquainted with the sacred writings, which are
able to make you wise for salvation through faith in Christ Jesus.” (2 Timothy 3:15)

e Proverbs 11:24-25: “One gives freely....”
o The whole of the Christian life is freely giving. We exhibit to our children the generosity of God
by being generous in giving ourselves to them, to their mother, and most importantly, to Christ.
